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Royal Caribbean International (originally Royal Caribbean Cruise Lines) began in
the late 1960’s as a consortium of Norwegian ship owners who wanted to get in on
the rapidly expanding American market. Ever since its first ship, the brand-new Song
of Norway (no longer in the fleet), debuted in 1970, the company has prided itself
on introducing new shipboard innovations. After completing its first three ships (the
others were Nordic Prince and Sun Viking) in 1972, Royal Caribbean “stretched” its
first two ships and built the much larger Song of America in 1982. These early Royal
Caribbean ships became the prototype for virtually all cruise ships since.

The cruise industry has come a long way since the 1960’s. Currently, there has been
more publicity about Royal Caribbean Internationals new Oasis of the Seas than I
ever recall in 30+ years in the travel business. Why? Can you imagine a cruise ship,
nearly 1,200 feet long, 220,000 Gross Tons, carrying 5,400 passengers and has 7
distinct villages? How about a ship that offers 2,700 cabins including Royal Loft
suites which are 1,524 square feet, PLUS an 843 square foot balcony?

The Royal Caribbean International, Oasis of the Seas has a zip line, two flow riders,
two rock climbing walls, a full size basketball court and a mini putt course. It has
four pools, a two story mall, Central Park, Promenade the length of a football field,
and the Boardwalk with an old-fashion carousel leads to an amphitheater at the aft
of the ship.

When it comes to service, Royal Caribbean International promises their Gold-
anchored service with a continued commitment to quality. This is said to be the most
amazing and innovative ship in the world!
